Step into the enchanted world of
Broadway's classic, Disney's Beauty
and the Beast. With songs written
by Alan Menken and the late
Howard Ashman, along with new
songs by Mr. Menken and Tim
Rice. The classic story tells of
Belle, a young woman in a
provincial town, and the Beast, who
is really a young prince trapped
under the spell of an enchantress. If
the Beast can learn to love and be
loved, the curse will end, and he
will be transformed into his former
self. But time is running out. If the
Beast does not learn his lesson soon,
he and his household will be
doomed for all eternity.

Stephen Sondheim’s Sweeney
Todd, an unjustly exiled barber,
returns to nineteenth century
London, seeking vengeance against
the lecherous judge who framed
him and ravaged his young wife.
The road to revenge leads Todd to
Mrs. Lovett, a resourceful
proprietress of a failing pie shop,
above which, he opens a new
barber practice. Mrs. Lovett's luck
sharply shifts when Todd's thirst for
blood inspires the integration of an
ingredient into her meat pies that
has the people of London lining
up... and the carnage has only just
begun!

Set in the 1940s in the fictional
town of Hohman, Indiana, the
musical follows 9-year-old Ralphie
Parker and his quest for the Holy
Grail of Christmas gifts—an
Official Red Ryder carbine-action
200-shot Range Model air rifle.
Rebuffed at every turn with a
similar echoing response, Ralphie
plots numerous schemes to achieve
his desperate desire for the coveted
BB gun. A Christmas Story, The
Musical will bring an exciting new
dimension to those who have seen
the movie and will certainly stand
on its own for those who haven't.

Based on George Bernard Shaw’s
play Pygmalion, My Fair Lady
features one of musical theatre’s
greatest scores, including:
“Wouldn’t It Be Loverly?,” “With a
Little Bit of Luck,” “I Could Have
Danced All Night,” and “I’ve
Grown Accustomed to Her Face.”
Eliza Doolittle is a young flower
seller with an unmistakable
Cockney accent which keeps her in
the lower rungs of Edwardian
society. When Professor Henry
Higgins tries to teach her how to
speak like a proper lady, an unlikely
friendship begins to flourish.
